Year 3 Ancient Egypt Trip 

Dear Parents and Carers,  

This half term, Year 3 will be learning all about Ancient Egypt. To enrich their understanding, we 

will be visiting Birmingham Museum and Art Gallery to take part in the Life and Death in Ancient 

Egypt workshop. This exciting session will immerse the children into key elements of Egyptian life 

such as mummification, which they will have covered as part of their History lessons. As part of 

the day, the children will also explore the museum and view Ancient Egyptian artefacts. This will 

allow the children to put their source analysis skills into practise and truly bring their learning to 

life! Our visit will be taking place on Tuesday 3rd February 2026.  

Children will need to arrive at school by 8.10am to leave promptly at 8.30am. We shall be 

travelling via train from Bilbrook Station to Birmingham New Street and then making the short 

walk to Birmingham Museum and Art Gallery, ready for a 10.15am start. We will leave 

Birmingham Museum and Art Gallery at 2pm to return to school for 3.30pm.  

The children should wear full school uniform with a warm coat.  

Your child will need to bring a packed lunch and a drink in a rucksack that is comfortable for 

them to wear throughout the day. Please only send a suitable amount of food for the trip. No 

fizzy drinks or glass bottles. 

The cost of the Trip is £14 which includes the entrance fee to the museum, the cost of the 

workshop and train fare. Payment for the visit is to be made through ParentPay. When you make 

the payment, you are giving permission for your child to attend the trip. Payment will need to be 

made by Thursday 29th January at the latest. Thank you.
